THE STUDY WORKSHOPS

The Krishnamurti Study Centre Sahyadri, Pune welcomes you to one
or more of its Study Workshops during June 2009 - March 2010.

It is a unique opportunity to study the “Teachings” intensively around
various themes. The participants are not rushed through a chain of
programmes but have a very relaxed daily routine giving them ample
time and leisure to be with themselves, to reflect upon their own lives, to
go for long walks, to observe nature and to interact with one another. An
atmosphere of peace and freedom pervades throughout the workshops.

The programme includes silence session, Krishnamurti’s video talks,
group dialogues, nature walks and self-study periods. The whole
programme is in English (unless mentioned otherwise). Special study
material according to respective themes is given to the participants.

Special workshops for a group of ten or more interested persons can
be arranged in English, Marathi or Hindi around various themes of interest
on different dates. Workshops for teachers, students and corporates can
also be organised separately. Individuals are welcome for study retreats
during the time gap in between the two workshops.

ACCOMMODATION

The accommodation consists of a double room with its own toilet-
bathroom unit (Western style) attached to it. Two persons share a room.
All the rooms are furnished with beds, cupboards, tables and chairs.
Bedding and mosquito nets are provided. Hot water for bath is available.

FOOD

Wholesome vegetarian food is served for breakfast, lunch, afternoon
snacks and dinner. Morning tea and coffee is also served.

FACILITIES

Laundry, tuck-shop, post-office, telephone booth, primary medical aid
and a bookshop for Krishnamurti’s books, audio/video CDs/DVDs are
available on the campus.




ARRIVAL / DEPARTURE

Participants are picked up in a group
from Pune railway station at 10 AM on the
date of arrival and are dropped at the same
place at 4 PM on the date of departure. The
exact transport arrangement is informed to
the registered participants. Extra stay is
possible before and after every workshop
and is charged separately at 50% of the
normal rate. Individual transport up to
Pune can be arranged and is charged
separately. You can also reach Sahyadri Study Centre on your own. Please
refer to our website.

REGISTRATION

The participants’ number is limited to 12 -
30 members on the first come first served basis.
The Registration fee for each workshop of 7-days
duration is Rs. 2080/ - for those working in India
and US $ 100/ - for those working outside India.
The corresponding fee for the 5-days workshop
is Rs. 1630/- and US $ 82/- respectively. The
registration fee includes lodging, boarding, study material and once pick-
up (only in a group) and drop to Pune. After the registration, the fee will
be non-refundable but can be transferred to another person or another
workshop only once.
